Ir was buot & very small part of mankind indeed
that in past ages knew of the Bible. God “ shewed
His Word unto Jacob: His statutes and ordinances
unto Isracl. He dealt not so with any nation - neither
had the heathea knowledge of His laws.” Bat God
educated His le of old ““in divers manners.” Not
only by His Word written and spoken to them, but
also by His appoinied ordinances—what are ealled
positive institations of religion—holy places, holy
times, holy persons, holy services : holy places, as was
the tabernacle, and in after times, the temple; holy
times, as were the Sabbath, and the t feasts of
Passover, Peutecost, Tabernacles; boly persons, as
were Aaron, the Priests, the Levites ; holy services, as
were the daily, weekly, monthly, yearly sacrifices and
offerings.

I wish now to spesk with some particularity and
ractical application of one of these branches of the
ivine education, Holy Places. First, let us observe

the facts, and then draw the instruction which those
facts suggest and convey to us.

Look, first of all, into the Book of Exodus. The
nation of Israclites had just been brought out of the
house of bondage. The ten commandments had been
spoken unto them by God. The Book of the Cove-
nant had teen written, and sealed by the sprinkling
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of blood upon it. No sooner was this over, than the
Lord issued thia command, *“ Let them mako Me a
Sanctuary, that I may dwoll among them ; for I will
dwell among the children of Israel, and be their
God.”! And it was accompanied by the promise,
“In all places where I My Name, I will come
unto thee, and I will bless thee.” 2 For the con-
struction of this sanctuary, which of course during
their journeyings in the wilderness could only be
a tabernacle or removable tent, the most costly
materials were to be used; gold, silver, brass, fine
linen of the brightest colours. The Lord actually
inspired certain artists, whom He designated by
name, to work up these materials into the most
beantiful fashion® And mors remarksble still,
Moses himsolf received & strict charge to look
that every thiung, in its order of ment, and in
each detail, and ony of the whole, should be mado
aftor the pattern which had been shewed him by God
in the mount.* It is further a significant fact, that
this nation of liberated slaves had been provided, by

God’s ial ordering, with gold, silver, and other
things n from the tians st their daErtnra,' for
this very Purpoao,thumrymsnmight offer, for this

holy building, of gold and silver, snd every woman
might spin with bher hands and offer that which she
had spun, for the decoration of it.

This tabernacle was the glory of the Church in the
wilderness. But after the nation had been setiled in
the land of Canaan, and God had given them rest from
their enemies round about, King David in his piety folt
that the tabernacle was unworthy of their prospcrous
state, and ially that, whilo he himself Swult in &
house of , the ark of God ought to be more
